ORDINANCE NO. LXII OF 1975
[26"™ December, 1975]
An Ordinance to amend the laws relating to Universities.

WHEREAS it is expedient to amend the laws relating to
Universities for the purposes hereinafter appearing;

Now, THEREFORE, in pursuance of the Proclamations of the
20™ August, 1975, and 8" November, 1975, and in exercise of
all powers enabling him in that behalf, the President is pleased
to make and promulgate the following Ordinance:-

1. (1) This Ordinance may be called the Universities Laws Short title and
Amendment Ordinance, 1975. commencement

(2) It shall be deemed to have come into force on the 16"
day of December, 1972.
